A NEW FUNDING STREAM - RURAL PRIORITIES

Coalburn Miners’ Welfare Charitable Society have applied for funding through Rural Priorities. This is to
enable the Miners’ Welfare to build a new porch and new ramped entrance into the club.

Orders placed on a Tuesday will not
be available for collection until Thursday. We hope
with the support of the local
community this venture can continue .As the near-
est village is
almost 4 miles away this saves time and money
travelling out with the village. The Community Shop
will sell new and nearly new goods and we would
appreciate it if you could donate any unwanted items you no longer need
